SECTION 2 — HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

SECTION 4 — FIRST AID MEASURES

Hazard class: Self-reactive substances and mixtures; and Organic peroxides (Type B). Heating may cause a fire
or explosion (H241). Keep away from heat, sparks, open flames, and hot surfaces. No smoking (P210).

Hazard class: Sensitization, skin and respiratory tract (Category 1). May cause an allergic skin reaction or
asthma symptoms or breathing difficulties if inhaled (H317+H334). Avoid breathing dust or fumes (P261).
